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INTERNATIONAL ENTITLEMENT

POLICY STATEMENT

It is the policy of Canterbury College that the curriculum offered will enhance the learning experience of students through raising awareness of other countries, differing cultures and living and working conditions across the world. As relevant to the programme of study, students will be offered opportunities for exchanges and other collaborative projects.
Students will be encouraged to acquire the necessary knowledge, skills and attitudes that will enable them to participate in the social and economic development of the European Union and the wider international community.
It is the policy of Canterbury College that where appropriate: 

1
Students will be encouraged to develop an understanding of International Institutions with particular reference to the European Union, its structure and the way in which decisions are made. Students will be made aware of how changes in the International Institutions and the EU are likely to affect their lives with particular reference to the world of work.
2
The College will provide opportunities for students to appreciate the cultures.
3
Educational visits to Canterbury College by International student groups will be encouraged.
4
Courses will be made available to international students at an appropriate level and support put in place to facilitate achievement.

5
Language programmes will be made available to all students. Opportunities to meet students visiting from other countries will be organised.
6
Institutional links will be formalised by written agreements with partners when a significant volume and diversity of joint work and collaboration have become established.

7
Funding to support International activity within course programmes will be actively pursued through multiple sources of funding and through partnerships with other institutions.

8
The College will contribute to national and regional strategies which seek to develop international relations and partnerships, through such agencies as the local Learning and Skills Council, the South East Economic Development Agency, Kent County Council, Canterbury City Council and the British Council.
9
The College will ensure that students have access to guidance relating to education, training and employment opportunities in European Union member and non-member states.

10
The International Policy will be consistent and complementary to all other College policies and in particular to the Equal Opportunities, Race Equality, Disability and Health & Safety policies.
11
The policy will be monitored through the College's Annual Course Review and Triennial Review Quality Systems.

12
The monitoring of policy implementation will be the responsibility of the Director of Higher Education & International Provision
The policy as stated will be implemented in the following way:

1
Students will be encouraged to develop an understanding of international institutions and will be made aware of how changes in international institutions and the EU are likely to affect their lives with particular reference to the world of work

1.1
The College will periodically review its provision to ensure that students are provided with this opportunity.
1.2
The Learning Resources Centre provides a resource for International Awareness.
2
The College will provide opportunities for students to appreciate the cultures of other member states.

2.1
The College will pursue opportunities to access funding to provide for both Cross-College and course-related exchanges and joint projects with our International partners.

2.2
The College will develop partnership working with other institutions and make appropriate funding bids to facilitate opportunities for work experience placements for students in other member states

2.3
Students will be encouraged to participate in exchanges and joint projects that will have a strong comparative studies emphasis.

2.4
The LRC provides resources including Internet access to assist the delivery of this element.
3
Educational visits to Canterbury College by International student groups will be encouraged.

3.1
The College will welcome the visits of international students, taking the opportunity to involve home based students in such visits.

4
Language programmes will be made available to all students

4.1
All students will be encouraged to acquire the ability to communicate, at least in basic social situations, in at least one other language.
4.2
Programme areas will encourage students to develop knowledge of some of the technical language, at least as a reading skill, of one other country within the industry/service for which the student is training.

4.3
Specific language training will be provided prior to any exchange/joint project or work experience programme.

4.4
Opportunities for flexible learning will be developed.

4.5
The College will take advantage of the resource represented by visitors meeting College students thereby exposing them to other cultures and influences.

5
Institutional links will be formalised by written agreements with International partners when a significant volume and diversity of joint work and collaboration have become established 

5.1
Formal institutional bids will be signed as an expression of commitment to longer-term collaboration and joint projects.
5.2
Such links will provide the basis for a more concentrated strategic development of contacts.

6
Funding to support International activity within course programmes will be actively pursued through multiple sources of funding and through partnerships with other institutions

6.1
Project proposals will be submitted to a variety of funding sources.
6.2
British Council, Department of Employment and Foreign Office support will be explored.

7
The College will contribute to national and regional strategies through such agencies as the local Learning and Skills Council, the South East Economic Development Agency and Kent County Council

7.1
The College will seek representation on regional committees and working groups to ensure that College views are conveyed and that developments are identified for College participation.

8
The College will ensure that students have access to guidance relating to education, training and employment opportunities overseas.

8.1
Regularly updated and comprehensive information and guidance relating to overseas education, training and employment opportunities will be made available in the Carey Centre and within Student Services.

9
The International Policy will be consistent and complementary to all other College policies and in particular to the Equal Opportunities, Race Equality, Disability and Health & Safety policies

9.1
The College's Equal Opportunities Group will annually review the extent to which International Awareness is occurring across College.
10
The policy will be monitored through the College's Total Quality Management Policy

10.1
Course and Theme Reviews will address the International Dimension of the college’s provision.

The monitoring of policy implementation will be the responsibility of the Director for Higher Education & International Provision.
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
